Call in advance to discuss their specific procedures such as
whether they will ear-tip, examination and vaccine require-
ments, and additional fees for cats in heat or pregnant.

We recommend ear-tipping for future identification of altered

transport, anesthesia and unneeded surgery if the cat is caught

in the future.
